Maputo, 24 de Outubro de 2023 - Celebramos, hoje, o Dia das Nagdes Unidas em meio a crescentes desafios
globais e conflitos que ameagam a paz e seguranga internacionais, renovando a importancia do papel da
Organizagcao e dos seus mais nobres objectivos e aspiragbes para com humanidade. Nesta ocasido,
reiteramos o compromisso de trabalhar em conjunto para apoiar a busca por um futuro pacifico, sustentavel
e préspero para todos.

Mocgambique tem uma histéria rica, tendo aderido as Nagdes Unidas ha 48 anos, pouco depois da
independéncia.

Secretary-General for Mozambique, and Dr. Catherine Sozi, United Nations Resident
Coordinator and Humanitarian Coordinator for Mozambique, on the occasion of the United
Nations Day

Maputo, 24 October 2023 - Today, we celebrate United Nations Day amid growing global challenges and
conflicts that threaten international peace and security, renewing the importance of the Organization's role
and its noblest objectives and aspirations for humanity. On this occasion, we reiterate our commitment to
working together to support the search for a peaceful, sustainable and prosperous future for all.

Mozambique has a rich history with the United Nations having joined 48 years ago, shortly after
independence. Since then, the United Nations and the Government of Mozambique have remained committed
partners. Through its support to the consolidation of peace and acceleration of sustainable development, the
United Nations has supported the people of Mozambique to prosper through the promotion of equitable
access to resources and quality services in a peaceful and sustainable environment.

Recently, under national leadership, the United Nations has played a key role in supporting the
implementation of the nationally led 2019 Maputo Accord for Peace and National Reconciliation opening a
path to lasting peace and reconciliation. Mozambique has used its platform as a non-permanent member of
the UN Security Council to share learnings from this process that resulted in the disarmament and
demobilisation of 5,221 former combatants.

The Government of Mozambique and the United Nations continue to strengthen cooperation through the new
2022-2026 Cooperation Framework for Sustainable Development, in the four strategic priority areas, namely:
Human Development; Economic Diversification and Sustainable Livelihoods; Climate Resilience and
Sustainable Use of Natural Resources; and Peacebuilding, Human Rights and Inclusive Governance.

The Government of Mozambique and the United Nations continue to be inspired by the values that have
driven the United Nations Charter for the last 78 years — peace, development, humanitarian assistance,

human rights, and opportunity for all. Let us unite around these values and fulfill the full promise, potential
and hope of the United Nations, with a commitment to leave no one behind.
